Submit written QE, complete revisions, oral defense of QE. Seek
approval for Dissertation Committee.

Spring of Third Year

Defend Dissertation proposal. The dissertation proposal presents
prospective research and is scheduled a minimum of two months after
the successful completion of the Qualifying Exam. Please plan
accordingly.

Fourth Year

Complete Dissertation and defense. The oral defense of the
dissertation is scheduled a minimum of 4 calendar months after the
committee approval of the dissertation proposal. Please plan

accordingly.
